Television coverage

Chippewa athletics teams made seven
national television appearances during the
2007-08 school year — six by football and
one by men’s basketball.

The 2007 Motor City Bowl was viewed in
2.6 million households nationwide.

CMU received an estimated $2.1 million
worth of exposure from the broadcast of the
2007 Motor City Bowl according to Joyce
Julius and Associates, Inc.’s analysis of
mentions and logo placement.

Chippewa athletics teams also made 17
regional television appearances — 10 by
men’s basketball, four by football and three
by women'’s basketball.

Of CMU’s 24 national and regionally
televised games last season, eight were
home contests that showcased CMU’s
campus and facilities.

CMU broadcasts appeared on ESPN,
ESPN2, ESPNU, ESPN360, Comcast
Local, Fox Sports Ohio, Fox Sports Mid-
west, ESPN Game Plan, ESPN Full Court,
Big Ten Network and Fox Sports Net-Plus.
In addition, the Mid-American Conference’s
football syndication package through ESPN
Regional aired in 34 markets nationwide
while reaching 24 million television house-
holds or 22 percent of the U.S.

Chippewa athletics teams also received a
significant amount of news coverage from
local media.

Seven additional CMU athletic contests
appeared on the CMU Public Broadcasting
Network in central and northern Michigan —
three men’s basketball basketball games,
two women'’s basketball games, one
wrestling meet and one gymnastics meet.
